Esteemed Mr. President! Dear colleagues!

Today, we are presenting an overview of the past year's work. 

The priorities of our supervisory activities were largely determined by tasks and challenges common to the entire country, as well as by historical memory.

First and foremost – ensuring the legally guaranteed support for military personnel and their families, and facilitating the achievement of the objectives of the Special Military Operation.

The established system of supervision is generally ensuring a timely response to identified violations, as well as targeted assistance to people.

As a result, this has helped eliminate inequalities in the provision of support measures to all categories of Special Military Operation participants, and optimize their receipt, including through improvements to financial support and personal accounting systems.

In the past year, on the initiative of military prosecutors, an electronic system for exchanging information on the hospitalization of wounded personnel was established, and mechanisms for their release from service on health grounds were simplified.

Violations related to the lengthy processing of survivor's pensions, the presentation of state awards to the families of the deceased, and their receipt of entitled payments were addressed.

In total, the rights of 620,000 military personnel and their family members were protected, and over 18 billion rubles in social support were paid out following prosecutorial demands.

At the same time, the persistence of a number of problems requires our constant attention. Despite the established system of guarantees and the resources allocated for this purpose, their implementation is not always effective.

Inspections of employment centers revealed that less than half of the returning Special Military Operation participants who sought assistance were provided with work.

In certain regions, professional retraining has not been organized, and employers were not informed about allocated federal subsidies.

The lengthy selection of vacancies, job placements without regard to qualifications or health status, and sometimes contrary to common sense, required prosecutorial intervention. The situation where an individual who lost a foot in combat is offered a job as a street sweeper can only be described as outrageous.

I believe that in such cases, the professional suitability of the employment center staff themselves must be called into question.

Unfortunately, returning soldiers and officers also face difficulties in obtaining sanatorium and resort treatment. Even when relevant decisions are made, they sometimes wait months for vouchers.

In all the areas noted, prosecutorial supervision must be carried out 24/7. We must ensure prompt assistance and suppress red tape and bureaucracy in the work of authorized bodies at all levels.

Alongside strengthening social guarantees for military personnel and their families, prosecutors ensured the elimination of disruptions in the construction of military infrastructure and the equipping of troops with weapons and military equipment.

This was achieved largely through regular site visits to production facilities, direct involvement in overcoming cooperation problems between State Defense Order co-executors in different regions, and assistance in resolving personnel issues.

Supervisory measures made it possible to prevent the supply of low-quality ammunition and strike systems, including UAVs, to the troops; to ensure the upgrade of the electronic component base; and to replace obsolete equipment.

On our initiative, procedures for resolving price disagreements between the Ministry of Defense and industrial enterprises have been regulated. Their implementation will shorten the time required to agree on the cost of products and settle accounts with suppliers.

In the current circumstances, prosecutorial supervision over the effective expenditure of budget funds, primarily in setting the price of defense contracts, must be strengthened.

Those who cynically and shamelessly seek to profit from the execution of these contracts — by unreasonably and repeatedly inflating costs — must face the strictest accountability, including criminal prosecution, regardless of their position. In cooperation with security and investigative agencies, take all necessary measures to identify such individuals and recover the damages they have caused.

As part of a special infrastructure project, work continued on integrating the historic territories into the Russian economic and legal space.

On our initiative, the legal frameworks of the regions are being synchronized with federal legislation.

Prosecutors addressed problems related to bringing enterprises in the mining industry, agriculture, transport, and other significant assets into civil circulation.

The measures taken also contributed to the transfer of social facilities to regional ownership, the completion of their repairs, the establishment of regular transport routes, and the supply of utilities to the population.

This year, during the unified election day, residents of the re-integrated regions will participate for the first time in elections of deputies to the State Duma.

The task of prosecutors, in cooperation with interested bodies, is to prevent gross violations of electoral legislation, provocations, attempts to intimidate citizens, or otherwise restrict their free will. Pay special attention to voting security.

***

In the past year, while protecting the social rights and freedoms of citizens, prosecutors acted consistently in all areas.

In the field of healthcare, supervisory efforts were aimed at improving the accessibility and quality of medical care.

Following inspections in 70 regions, obstacles to launching a unified information system were removed, and 54 million patients used the "My Health" service on the "State Services" portal. This has tangibly improved the accessibility and transparency of the healthcare system.

In one-third of the constituent entities, gross violations during the accreditation of physicians with foreign education were suppressed.

In most cases, they were suspended from work pending confirmation of their qualifications. I consider these measures an adequate response to known public discontent and the protection of patients from the risks of receiving inadequate medical care.

Across the country, prosecutors investigated the causes of disruptions in the provision of medicines.

Following our demands, information on 18 million packages was updated in the drug movement monitoring system. As a result, they were redistributed to where shortages had arisen.

Following prosecutorial lawsuits, 1,600 beneficiaries were compensated over 300 million rubles spent on the independent purchase of medications and medical devices, and compensation was provided for harm caused by the provision of substandard medical care.

In cooperation with authorized bodies, foreign supplies of counterfeit goods were suppressed, and the sale of such medicines totaling 7 million packages was blocked.

It is necessary to maximize control over the circulation of medicines and their prices; and use the capabilities of available information systems for this purpose.

The key guidelines for supervision stem from the Healthcare Development Strategy approved by the Head of State. The priorities defined within it must constantly remain in our focus.

Do continue work to protect the rights of individuals with disabilities. Often, they could not receive necessary assistive devices due to formal reasons, or sometimes due to the outright callousness of Social Fund employees.

Citizens encountered the inability to activate electronic certificates. For instance, despite available funds and valid contracts, disabled persons waited more than a year for wheelchairs.

The measures taken have allowed for the adjustment of the unified digital platform's operation, the centralized procurement of assistive devices, and the organization of their delivery to regions of the Far North.

Instances of abuse and negligence by officials received criminal legal assessment.

Nevertheless, citizen complaints about red tape and lack of assistance continue to be received. In one recent case, a disabled person from Krasnodar who has lost both his legs reported being unable to obtain prosthetic liners for his limbs, along with crutches and a cane.

In response to his appeals and calls to the hotline, he received replies about errors in the Social Fund's electronic system, and even suggestions, believe it or not, to collect the items himself – one in Saint Petersburg, another in Kazan.

To eliminate such disgraceful examples from practice, I instruct that preventive supervision be organized.

When checking the implementation of laws in the social sphere, combine targeted assistance with measures aimed at overcoming systemic problems.

One of the unchanging priorities remains the protection of labor rights, first and foremost, the right to remuneration for work. Over the past year, following our demands, nearly 30 billion rubles in wage arrears were paid, including at bankrupt enterprises.

At the same time, I warn prosecutors of the Republic of Karelia, Leningrad, Novosibirsk, and Sakhalin regions about the need for more decisive measures to eliminate wage arrears.

***

Safeguarding the rights of minors to life, health, social support, and education must remain a key supervisory priority. 

Following prosecutorial actions, over 30,000 orphans received apartments in the past year, over 1,700 medical institutions were equipped with necessary equipment, and the timeframes for providing high-tech care and medical devices to sick children were reduced.

Through supervisory means, we will continue to ensure that no child is left without medical support.

In the field of education, following our demands, the workload volumes for students and teachers were regulated.

Work was organized to create unified textbooks. This is a necessary and extremely important measure for educating our children as well-rounded, integral individuals.

Unfortunately, the past year broke the ten-year trend of declining juvenile crime.

The number of offenses committed by minors increased by 10%, including especially grave ones – by almost half. Moreover, one in five is related to drug trafficking, and one in three is committed using information technology.

The number of adolescents involved in terrorist crimes has increased manifold. These crimes are taking on increasingly aggressive forms. Arson, damage, and destruction of military property and transport infrastructure facilities, tragedies in schools – this is not an exhaustive list from the past year.

We typically attribute the increase in juvenile crime to the miscalculations of prevention entities. But today, these assessments cannot be based solely on previous standards.

Children are being drawn into committing unlawful acts not by "neighborhood hooligans," but by professionally trained individuals, military psychologists, whose goal is to inflict maximum damage on our country and the younger generation.

Therefore, the response must be adequate. I instruct the relevant specialized unit, in cooperation with security agencies and other interested bodies, to implement a set of measures aimed at reducing the involvement of young people in the criminal environment. Study and, if necessary, use the experience of other countries.

Prosecutors of the constituent entities, together with specialized experts, are to inspect the safety of children in educational institutions, the effectiveness of psychologists in identifying at-risk adolescents, and the role of social educators in the upbringing and spiritual-moral development of students. 

All cases of covering up intra-school problems and conflicts must be addressed immediately.

***

The highly sensitive area of housing and communal services requires constant attention from prosecutors.

The condition of the housing stock, disruptions in the supply of utilities, and unjustified billing remain pain points.

In this area, 428,000 violations were suppressed.

Following prosecutorial lawsuits, over 8,000 ownerless housing and communal services facilities were registered.

Through court proceedings, over 200 lease agreements for communal property, granted in circumvention of competitive procedures, to companies affiliated with officials, were terminated.

Inspections showed that housing and communal services organizations inflated tariffs by unjustifiably including their expenses on collection and information services, and the rental of non-core assets. All of this was passed on to consumers.

Following prosecutorial actions, unfair tariff decisions were revised for nearly 17 billion rubles.

Of course, prosecutors are not solely responsible for ensuring legality in the housing and communal services sector. Alongside responding to violations you identify, it is necessary to increase demands on officials of housing inspectorates, state technical supervision bodies, and antitrust authorities.

Special attention requires restoring order in military towns, to which I draw the attention of military prosecutors, and creating adequate living conditions there.

As part of the supervisory support for the national project "Infrastructure for Life," verify the completeness of asset inventory and the implementation of modernization programs, as well as the targeted and efficient use of the billions of rubles allocated for this purpose.

***

The environmental situation requires particular attention to the problems of anthropogenic impact on the environment, the management of solid municipal and hazardous waste, and the elimination of accumulated harm sites.

A large-scale inspection in the field of protection of specially protected natural areas, which account for 13% of the country's area, revealed extremely dangerous miscalculations in their management, resulting in the loss of unique species of flora and fauna.

Numerous cases of using protected zones for the illegal extraction of natural resources and the construction of elite real estate were suppressed. Through court proceedings, prosecutors achieved the demolition of unauthorized structures and the seizure of valuable lands. Criminal prosecution of guilty individuals has been initiated.

Similar measures have been taken to eliminate criminal schemes for the export and illegal disposal of nearly 2,000 tons of highly toxic waste, including in regions of the Volga basin.

At the same time, due to the slow pace of implementation of the federal project "Circular Economy," the increase in the number of unauthorized dumps, and instances of budget fund embezzlement, the work of bodies responsible for establishing a recycling system requires daily monitoring.

Use prosecutorial measures to ensure that guilty individuals are held accountable and, most importantly, that damage caused to the environment is compensated.

Despite a reduction in the volume of illegal logging and the area of forest fires, the issue of forest protection remains on the agenda. Especially in the regions of Siberia and the Far East.

Furthermore, given the approaching peak flood season, monitor the completeness of preventive measures taken to protect the population and territories from flooding, and the sufficiency of forces and means of all authorized bodies.

***

In the economic sphere, the focus of supervision was aimed at strengthening the financial and property base of the state.

During inspections of budgetary discipline, an assessment was made of the work with accounts receivable. Supervisory measures prevented attempts to unjustifiably write off debts on tax, rental, and other payments. As a result, over 9 billion rubles were received into the treasury.

Over 216,000 violations of the procedure for conducting state procurement were suppressed. Following our demands, courts recovered 4.7 billion rubles paid under contracts concluded in circumvention of competitive procedures.

A significant portion of identified budget abuses, unfortunately, is associated with the implementation of national projects. Often, it was precisely such instances that hindered the timely construction and modernization of social facilities and other infrastructure for life.

The road sector, on which colossal state funds are spent, occupies a special place.

On my instruction, prosecutors will have to assess the legality of the creation of NGOs financed through contributions from entrepreneurs who received road contracts, apparently, by happy coincidence. With the involvement of security agencies, determine where the money is actually going and for what purposes.

In each case, investigate the reasons for the failure of national projects, and do not allow the budget to bear the losses from the actions of dishonest contractors. The guilty must be held accountable.

Consistent work was carried out to protect public property. Through court proceedings, over 50,000 real estate objects that had unlawfully left state ownership were claimed for the treasury. 120,000 hectares of forest fund lands and agricultural lands, which had been transferred for construction contrary to the law, were returned.

Strategic enterprises with a total capitalization of about 2 trillion rubles were removed from foreign influence and brought under state control.

Their now-former owners not only unlawfully siphoned profits abroad but also often directed them to support anti-Russian activities.

In total, following our lawsuits, property worth over 4 trillion rubles was transferred to the state.

I instruct prosecutors to ensure the actual execution of court decisions that have been made and to monitor the further effective use of the relevant assets.

To give impetus to this work, the Prosecutor General's Office has developed a registry that takes into account all stages – from filing a lawsuit to the actual transfer of objects to new owners.

***

Within the framework of protecting socially responsible business, 227,000 violations related to unlawful refusals to approve entrepreneurial initiatives, red tape, and other barriers hindering economic activity were suppressed over the year.

Nationwide, prosecutors ensured the transfer of over 18 billion rubles to bona fide executors of state and municipal contracts.

However, in the Republics of Ingushetia, Kalmykia, Karelia, Komi, Irkutsk, Oryol, Rostov, Sakhalin regions, and the Jewish Autonomous Region, the level of such debt remains unacceptably high. For representatives of small and medium-sized businesses, this is currently a question of survival.

Prosecutors are to report by June 1 on the repayment of debts and systemic measures to ensure timely payments by public customers.

In the past year, we did not allow the bar for the inspection burden on businesses to be lowered. Three-quarters of proposals were excluded from the plans for 2026. 141,000 business structures were spared from excessive control measures. Unplanned inspections were approved in only one out of three cases.

While ensuring a balance between private and public interests, it is necessary to maintain the set parameters. Within the scope of your competence, facilitate the development of all forms of constructive dialogue between government authorities and business.

***

In the context of unprecedented attacks on transport infrastructure, priority was given to ensuring the safety of transportation and protecting the rights of passengers.

Following a targeted inspection of air transport facilities, violations related to the maintenance of runways and nearby high-rise structures were addressed. Measures for maintaining the airworthiness of aircraft and interaction between civilian and military personnel under the "Carpet" signal were adjusted.

Prosecutors must increase their demands for the protection of railway and waterways from encroachments, monitor the proper maintenance of transport infrastructure, and the legality of the expenditure of budget funds allocated for this purpose.

***

The ongoing aggression against Russia has become the primary cause of the growth of terrorist and extremist manifestations last year by 59% and 30%, respectively.

In these conditions, the entire arsenal of supervisory tools was deployed, and close coordination with security agencies was ensured.

Following prosecutorial demands, the failure to implement local decisions of anti-terrorist commissions was addressed, and security passports for industrial, energy, and transport facilities were updated. Proposals were made to strengthen their perimeters, install electronic warfare systems, backup power sources, and other measures.

Unfortunately, the comprehensive implementation of these practical and preventive measures is not always ensured.

In the current year, as part of an ongoing inspection of critically important industrial and energy facilities, it will be necessary to assess their protection from acts of unlawful interference, the effectiveness of the work of bodies authorized to exercise control, as well as the managers and owners of these facilities.

Since illegal online resources serve as information and ideological fuel for terrorist and extremist activities, over the course of the year, access to 62 thousand Internet pages containing dangerous content has been restricted upon the requests of prosecutors. The activities of 112 foreign organizations have been recognized as undesirable 

Alongside the increase in the involvement of adolescents in terrorist activities, which I have already mentioned, the number of foreign citizens and stateless persons, including illegal migrants, involved in such crimes has tripled.

***

The reorganization of state governance in the migration sphere is intended to be the response to these challenges. However, the effectiveness of the work of the new units of the internal affairs bodies does not yet fully meet these objectives.

Prosecutors suppressed over 30,000 violations related to inadequate control over the stay of migrants, the maintenance of the register of controlled persons, and their deportation.

I demand that prosecutors organize continuous supervision in this sphere, taking into account the priorities established by the Migration Policy Concept and the measures developed by the Coordinating Meeting of Heads of Law Enforcement Agencies in November of last year.

***

In 2025, prosecutors uncovered over 150,000 violations of anti-corruption legislation. The number of officials dismissed following our demands due to loss of confidence increased by one-third. This amounts to nearly a thousand officials with tarnished reputations.

For the fifth consecutive year, we have recorded an increase in detected corruption crimes. Their total number exceeded 43,000.

More than one-third were committed on a large and especially large scale and as part of organized groups.

At the same time, in certain regions, operational and investigative personnel continue to focus on detecting petty bribery. I bring this to the attention of prosecutors in the Karachay-Cherkess Republic and the Astrakhan, Volgograd, and Kurgan regions. I demand that immediate measures be taken to adjust their work.

Property lawsuits filed by prosecutors remain an effective response to greed. Over the year, 2,000 real estate objects and other property with a total value of 1.6 trillion rubles were forfeited to the treasury.

Mr. President, we plan to intensify our efforts to ensure that corrupt officials fully realize the pointlessness of illicit enrichment.

Society is currently displaying an especially acute reaction to the theft of public funds and corruption among certain officials. Therefore, it is crucial that those exposed for corruption do not evade punishment, do not use their connections and resources to gain unlawful release, for example, on parole or due to illness.

On my instruction, a registry of persons convicted of corruption crimes and other dangerous offenses is being maintained. The task for prosecutors is to ensure continuous monitoring and supervision over the legality of decisions made by courts and bodies of the Federal Penitentiary Service of Russia.

Furthermore, about a thousand individuals convicted of corruption crimes are currently in the Special Military Operation zone. I instruct military prosecutors to verify by June 1 that they are atoning for their guilt in accordance with the signed contract, and not merely taking refuge close to the field kitchen in the rear.

***

The five-year trend of declining registered crime continued at an accelerated pace. The decrease was 7.3%. Moreover, for the first time, a reduction was recorded in offenses committed using information technology. Although the detection rate for the latter has increased by 3.4%, three-quarters of these offenses remain unpunished.

Nor is one-tenth of the damage caused by them recovered, which amounts to nearly 200 billion rubles stolen from our citizens.

In this regard, the activities of all authorized bodies require adequate strengthening. At the state level, appropriate decisions have been made. Bank control over suspicious financial transactions has been tightened, and significant changes have been made to criminal law.

With our participation, a draft law on a second package of measures to combat remote thefts has been developed and has already passed its first reading in the State Duma.

The new legal mechanisms must be applied uniformly and effectively. Yet experience shows that in most regions, law enforcement officers have failed to master the rapid blocking of so-called 'dropper' accounts — accounts used to launder stolen funds, even though this tool is highly effective at depriving criminals of their profits and returning stolen money to victims.

Many problems also exist in the activities of investigative bodies, and not only regarding cybercrimes.

In criminal cases, even initial, mandatory investigative actions are often not performed. Legal decisions are not made for years on thousands of pre-investigation check materials, even when sufficient data on a committed crime is available.

On the other hand, the practice of initiating criminal cases in the obvious absence of legal grounds and reasons is growing. Sometimes based solely on unverified publications in the media and social networks.

Consequently, the number of decisions to initiate criminal cases that have been overturned by prosecutors has increased by almost one-third.

Here and in the future, prosecutors must demonstrate integrity; otherwise, investigative errors will manifest themselves at later stages, leading to the inevitable termination of criminal prosecution, the emergence of a right to rehabilitation, and then budget losses.

***

In 2025, we consistently continued to develop international cooperation, expanding the geography of such contacts. We established robust working relationships with states in Asia, Africa, and Latin America. Interaction in the educational sphere has also been intensified.

The number of international events involving Russian prosecutors in the past year alone exceeded six hundred.

***

The number of appeals to the prosecution authorities increases annually. In the past year, over 7.7 million such appeals were submitted, and 1.2 million citizens were received by prosecutors in person.

A significant portion of the problems they identify relate to ensuring basic social needs and the pursuit of justice in the broad sense of the word.

I demand a firm response to any disregard for applicants' rights. We must treat the full resolution of their issues as a way to prevent — I repeat, to prevent — similar violations, and to save our own resources, which I am confident we will need elsewhere.

Esteemed Mr. President! Dear colleagues!

Exactly 80 years ago today, on March 19, the highest legislative body of the country conferred upon the Prosecutor of the USSR the title of Prosecutor General of the Soviet Union.

This landmark event undoubtedly raised the status of the chief supervisory body and laid the foundation for its further development. All of us gathered here will fully support this high status, and will do everything to justify the high trust, protect the rights of our citizens, and ensure the interests of society and the state.
